	Issue Statement:  (Short description of issue)

	 With the implementation of TX SET 4.0 where same day processing of MVOs, Switches, and extended hours for MVIs, Reconnects for Non-Payment there may be times where transactions may be competing for the same scheduled date.  Also, with AMS functionality there may be more times where transactions are already scheduled transaction just as another transaction is received by the TDSP requesting the same date.  The TDSP would be unable to reverse any of these already scheduled transactions, therefore creating a need to provide the appropriate response to those transactions that cannot be processed for the same scheduled date.   

To create an easier notification process for these types of events it would be good for the sender, receiver and ERCOT to communicate a specific reject code to show that a transaction was rejected due to a competing transaction had already been completed for the same scheduled date.   The reject code or complete unexecutable code would prevent delays in providing information back to the sender so that any alternative actions may be initiated such as changing scheduled date or determining if initial request is still valid.   

	Operational/System Impact: (What is the issue doing to your system and/or operations)

	 This would prevent the use of “A13 Other” or T018 “Other” and receiver interpreting the text field for an occurrence that could be frequent based upon scheduling, stacking , AMS functionality  and field operations

	Market Impact: (What is the issue doing to others)

	 Prevents the need to read and interpret a text field if the reject was sent using an “A13 Other” rejection code each and every time, which could be very frequent.  

	Desired Outcome: (What do you expect to change)

	 For easier reporting and quicker market notification, CNP would like TX SET to create a new reject code of “TCC”   “Competing Transaction Scheduled for the Same Date” in the REF~7G Rejection Reason.   
Add a Complete Unexecutable code of “T025” for “Competing Transaction Scheduled for the Same Date” in the REF~G7 of the 650_02 and 814_28 transactions. 
Add  “TDR”  code “Two Business Day Notification Required” on the 814_13 for TDSP to reject 814_12 Day Change Request for events where a Two Business Day notification is needed for non-AMS or AMS without Remote On/Off Capabilities.   
Add “SHF” as a valid reject code in the REF~G7 of the 814_11 TX SET transaction, which was inadvertently left out of change control 2010-736 for the event where a TDSP will reject an Acquisition Transfer “AQ: transaction if the losing CR has not removed the Switch Hold from the ESI ID(s) involved in the acquisition.
