Load Shed Obligation

(1)
Pursuant to paragraph (4)(a) of Protocol Section 6.5.9.4.2, EEA Levels, and paragraph (4)(a) of Section 4.5.3.3, EEA Levels, of these Operating Guides, ERCOT shall direct TOs to shed firm Load in accordance with the ERCOT Load Shed Table below.  
(2)
Entities with Load shedding obligations shall be represented by a TO with 24x7 operations, Hotline communications with ERCOT, and operational authority over breakers.  
(3)
Percentages for EEA Level 3 Load shedding obligations, as listed in the table below, are based on the previous year’s TSP peak Loads, as reported to ERCOT, and will be reviewed by ERCOT and modified on an annual basis.
