· Antitrust Admonition

· Introductions
1. ERCOT uses current day for FASD on Switches received Mon. – Fri. Proposed change is for ERCOT to use Mon – Sat. for FASD and any Switches received on Sun. will use the next Retail Business Day for FASD.

The Protocol changes that went through for TX SET 4.0 in NPRR294 did not address that FASD calculation would use anything other than a Retail Business Day.  Currently Retail Business Day is defined in protocol as being Monday – Friday.

TX SET originally decided not to address Business Day in NPRR294 since at that time it was not defined in a rule.  When the NPRR was submitted TX SET was not sure if this was a new term or if the actual definition of Retail Business Day was changing. 

It was determined there is a gap in what is in protocol and TX SET will need to submit an NPRR and possible RMGRR in order to update this language.

2. ERCOT uses current day for FASD on Switches received  until 11:59:59PM.  Proposed change is for ERCOT to use current day for FASD on Switches received Mon. – Sat. prior to 7 pm.  Any Switches received after 7 pm Mon. – Sat. or Sun. will use the next Retail Business Day for FASD.

TDSPs can manage this. There was a request made to make the rule more specific and clearly outlined that the TDSPs can move standard switches to the next day if received after 7pm.

Next steps:

TX SET will submit an NPRR and RMGRR to create a new definition of AMS Operational Day and use this definition for calculation of FASD.

Jennifer Fredrick and Kathryn Thurman to work on the NPRR and RMGRR and have it ready for the call. Schedule an Emergency TX SET Meeting to review NPRR and RMGRR.
