Daily Grid Operations Report

For each Operating Day, ERCOT shall post to the MIS Public Area on the following Business Day, a summary level report of the prior day’s operational information that shall include the following data elements:

Planned peak (Note: From the day ahead forecast);

Planned peak hour (Note: From the day ahead forecast);

Amount, duration, time deployed and recall for each deployment of  Responsive Reserve (RRS)  for Generation Resources and Controllable Load Resources ;

Amount, duration, time deployed and recall for each deployment of  Responsive Reserve (RRS)  for Load Resources;

Amount, duration, time deployed and recall for each deployment of EILS;
