	Summary of OWG Discussion
	On 11/14/11, it was explained that NOGRR084 restores reports that were previously available in the zonal market.  There was discussion regarding the 11/14/11 QMWG comments.  It was stated that although several of the reports are currently available on the MIS, users are required to download 288 files daily to pull the information together.  The reports requested in NOGRR084 would provide a summary level snapshot of grid operations that would be available the next Business Day.  NOGRR084 was tabled to allow additional time for Market Participants and ERCOT to review.

Daily Grid Operations Report

For each Operating Day, ERCOT shall post to the MIS Public Area on the following Business Day, a summary level report of the prior day’s operational information that shall include the following data elements:
