TIEC submits these comments to memorialize the stakeholder discussion at PRS regarding how Private Use Networks (PUNs) will comply with this NPRR.  

If a Generation Resource within a PUN is offering Responsive Reserve Service (RRS), a question has arisen as to whether the RRS portion of the Energy Offer Curve (EOC) would be considered to fall (a) at the end of the entire EOC for the Generation Resource, or (b) at the end of the part of the curve representing the quantity of energy potentially available to the grid.  At PRS, the stakeholders agreed that offering the last portion of the entire EOC at the cap to correspond with an RRS offer is consistent with the language of this NPRR, and would satisfy its requirements.  TIEC respectfully requests that these comments be added to the record for this NPRR to avoid any confusion regarding this issue.
