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Draft Recommendations to RMS:

1. Retailers (LSE) will need 15-minute DR response data, from ERCOT, sufficient to shadow settle and timely invoice customers

a. “DR response data” represents the load reduction quantity as calculated by ERCOT
2. For LSEs, DR response data should be at the ESI ID level

3. For DR QSEs and LSE QSEs, the granularity of DR response data needs to be determined

4. If aggregations of loads are permitted, then;

a. There must be ESI ID level DR response data provided to the LSE for each ESI ID 
b. If aggregations can include ESI IDs with different REPs of Record, ERCOT must be able to segregate the DR response data by ESI ID and REP of Record (LSE)

5. RMS supports leveraging current data extracts and related processes
