4.0 Questions
1. For meters read on June 1st, when will we receive the 867/810s?
· CNP, AEP and TNMP 

· Reads taken on Thursday will go out Friday morning before system shut downs 

· Reads taken on Friday will go out when systems come back up on Sunday or no later than Monday 

· Oncor will be reviewing the Batch processing that would be occurring on the schedule cycle date June 1 (or the actual Go-Live Date should that change) to determine when the respective 867/810s will be delivered to the market for the June 1 (or the last Friday’s production before Go-Live).  The results will be communicated as a future deliverable.            

2. When will the TDU’s load the AMS ESI ID files to their respective FTP sites for REPs to retrieve?
· TNMP, CNP, Oncor will be at the same time (or close to it)

· Will be list by REP on each REP FTP site 

· AEP – Jennifer will follow up with AEP
· Full TDSP ESI ID report from ERCOT would be produced in the regular first Tuesday file 

3. When will ERCOT produce a sample ESI ID Load File for the REPs to use for testing?
· ERCOT does not plan to produce a test file for the ESI ID Extract

· The DDLs are posted on the MCT webpage

· Kathryn will double check on this

4. Will the TDUs stop sending the daily critical care files to their FTP sites after Texas SET 4.0 rollout?  I believe the answer is yes since we deleted it from the RMG, but want to confirm.  If yes, when will the last file be posted?
· CNP, AEP and Oncor will discontinue the posting to the FTP but has not decided on the final date – will depend on when the 814_20s will start flowing 

· Each TDSP will provide notice as to when the file will stop posting 

· TNMP will verify
· There will be some overlap with the list and 814_20s as we catch up on the back log that will need to be phased at ERCOT 
5. When will the TDUs add the critical load customers to the critical care files or will we be receiving separate 814_20 transactions for those after the 4.0 rollout? 
· CNP, AEP and Oncor will provide updates to all Critical Load by the 814_20 as the 20’s roll out (most likely in phases) 
· TNMP has not evaluated how to provide that designation so will have to look into that (they will provide update)

· TDSPs will need to give a volume estimate to ERCOT and ERCOT will figure out how to phase those in 

6. Are there going to be provisions for transaction date changes and cancellations on Friday June 1st?
· Cancel with Approval requests can be submitted in MarkeTrak up until noon on Friday 

· Any cancel requests received after noon should be worked one off with the TDSP to see if they can be cancelled (but no guarantees will be made) 

· This only applies to Fri during normal business hours and no cancels will be worked on Sat or Sun

7. How will we handle temporary disconnects and reconnects on Friday June 1st?
· CNP is only handling these in emergency situations and will handle these through the Call Center 
· TNMP will work these through the MP Relations mailbox 

· AEP will confirm how these will be worked

· Oncor will work these in emergency situations and would handle through REP Business Support Line

8. CMO Code – When you get a same day MVI but you already had a MVO for the same day the TDSP has the option of whether to complete or unexecute the MVO.  Will the TDSPs proactively work these or will they use the CMO as a default? 
· The TDSPs will proactively work these and we should not see situations where the MVO gets executed after the MVI 
· CMO has been put in place for ERCOT to simply use to clean up systems in the off chance that no action was taken on a MVO 

9. If the character field is set to 80 and a REP sends more than 80 characters in the field, will the transactions go on through ERCOT or do you all validate and reject?
