The Lone Star Chapter of the Sierra Club recognizes that due to adoption of a new P.U.C. Subst. Rule, 25.507, the Emergency Interruptible Load Service (EILS) program will be expanded and its name changed to Emergency Response Service (ERS).  We also recognize that the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT) chose not to directly address concerns and suggestions we had submitted regarding environmental compliance with Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) or Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) rules on air emissions for backup generators. 

We wanted to publicly acknowledge, however, the work done by ERCOT Staff in the 3/27/12 ERCOT comments, which incorporate some of our ideas to assure that generators that do not comply with environmental laws are not eligible for payments or future contracts until they comply with the law. Therefore, we are submitting these brief comments to support the compromise language offered by ERCOT in their 3/27/12 comments.
