2.  Nodal Settlement Statistics

Reviewed Jim’s presentation – see under key documents.  

Pam Shaw mentioned draft NPRR on how CTs are structured.  Margarite at WMS was going to bring it up there.   This is for Emergency energy settlement.  CCTs are proposed when noncompetitive.  Would the group want to discuss when combining on applying the cap when settling in real time?  Jim said that would be great.  Can address next month.  Could you bring a presentation to us next month?   Pam will bring back next month.  Pam could run between meetings on Feb 12th as WMS is then as well if she can make both of them.

Jack Brown brought up discussing real time settlement timeline.  This past holiday season we had STL invoices due to CFTC.   We had incident that occurred thru the Thanksgiving and the Christmas holiday.  Is there a way we could work through this?  When banks are closed and invoices post prior to holidays that put us into a bind in 2012.

Talked about next month’s meeting.  COPS is meeting February 12th next month.  Jim will discuss with Harika about combining or holding another day in February since Monday is President’s Day.  We might hold with COPs.

3.  Extract Issues Update

Trey Felton pulled up is presentation – see under key documents.  2 items from December and January.  December 3rd – big outage from storage ray failure.  27 separate market notices went out related to this.  

In January another outage to initialize new storage array.  

Jim said a lot of lessons learned on December issue.  Be nice to get update when formally delivered to RMS.  Karen F is running lessons learned side.  Would like update from Wholesale side too from Kristi Hobbs.

Jim asked to add to next meeting – these issues tend to bring a red flag in series of communication with ability to get transactions flowing.  Wholesale folks would like to see more notices from their side as well.  Lots of folks up in arms trying to get caught up.  Would like strategy in place that this takes place again.  He would like a better communication on status on when to expect things.  What is going to be done with the timelines?  He felt the retail side was addressed good, Debbie said looking for timings on initial notification, market calls, etc.  They are talking about this at Cops and RMS.  Jim said that was good to hear.  

Trey looked at the SLA presentation – see attached in key documents.  Jim asked for copy of it to send to list serve directly.  Any concerns on changes to SLA?  Debbie – she asked he wait until after RMS meeting and then send both out.  Trey said he will send to Jim.  Will not be able to vote till next month since it did not make January agenda.  Q – Last bullet is 2012 an error?  Yes should be 2013.  Jim recommends we endorse change and get into SLA.  Upon hearing what RMS decides will see in March at COPs.  

Jim Lee – NPRRs will they be affected upon implementation or to days in the past?  NPRR 461 Pam said goes to the board tomorrow.  322 and 377 have the big impact for settlements and should be effective upon release date not backdated.  

Thompson – does release one include NPRR 392 – yes Pam said.  

    4.  NPRR 509 Settlement Timeline

S Tindall said they were looking to see if the COPS guide need to be updated due to 509 coming and found a couple of places.  We need to update Section 8.2.   It looks like they could go in conjunction.  509 would be on top of the 347 changes.  Sandra stated she thought we would have something today, but might be next month so we can incorporate both.  Will add this to next month’s meeting agenda which could be with COPS.  We will redline market guide for 347 and be prepared for 509. 

Thompson – when the outage occurred in December – noticed one operating day was posted before the extracts.  One time posted before the statements.  Going forward want to clarify the timeline.  Should invoice always come last?  Ohlen – we have never posted any statements after the invoice has posted.   If that occurs we need to know. Extracts will be 48 hours after statements are posted.  

 

5.  Initiatives for 2012

Summarized earlier in presentation.  509 will be common theme for us.  Reviewing benefits and challenges – trying to step into shorter settlement timeline until we feel we have appropriate timeline.  Will be requested for us to review these things.  

Nodal market has been successful and will try to enhance metrics as we move forward.  We are beyond the stage of startup.  We can now add more value.

Looks at more ways in which MPs are informed.  

Take opportunity to work with one or two folks.  Heather Boisseau said she would like to support CSWG leadership this next year.

Ohlen – 2 items.  1.  Heads up looking into issuing default uplift from last year.  Trying to get final numbers on the uplift.  Issuing it within the month or in February.  Approximately $83,000.  Jack asked for an adequate notice to be sent out and asked if it will just be one invoice.  Ohlen said yes. 2.  We will also be sending miscellaneous invoice due to ADR.  Will be a card true up in the miscellaneous invoice in the month of January.  Jack said please do market notice.  Will do Ohlen said.

Heddie – not sure if this is group to address her issue related to load being settled on the wholesale side. When issues on retail side – that is through the TDSP and retailer.  If after 180 days, then no resolution.  Nothing in protocols that protects the retailer in resolving this.  Have seen issues with this before.  Everyone should have seen on February event.  There was a 180 day true up – TDSP sent it in and only thing that triggered was an ADR.  As a retailer we submit issue and no way of forcing TDSP to work it.  Have to work with QSE.   If meter issue with TDSP nothing forcing them to fix it.  Jim – from exposure to retailer.  Heddie – without protocol language in there nothing forces them to fix it.  Jim – this is something we have the wholesale responsibility of looking into.  No timelines related to usage or provider of record related to wholesale settlement timeline.  We will put on agenda to see if we can sync these 2 up.  Carolyn Reed – co-chair for MarkeTrak and in process of implementing system change request – phase 3 enhancements.  If trying to be synced, then attend our MarkeTrak meeting next week.  Jim – what are your thoughts Heddie?  Put on our agenda next month in a draft form.   Heddie will dial in.  Jim will too.  Carolyn will put on the front end of the agenda.
