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Data Change Process Task Force
Reporting
The Data Change Process Task Force (DCPTF) is a task force reporting to the Reliability and Operations Subcommittee (ROS).   
Purpose & Scope

 

The purpose of the Data Change Process Task Force is to serve as a vehicle for all North American Electric Reliability Corporation (NERC) registered entities, within the ERCOT Region, to work together, draft, and sponsor revision requests to the ERCOT Protocols, Operating Guides, Planning Guide, and /or Other Binding Documents as necessary to define a process for stakeholder review and stakeholder approval of proposed changes to the data requirements by ERCOT thru the RARF process.
When consensus cannot be achieved on an issue, the issue will be presented to ROS for disposition.

Membership

Membership of the DCPTF will be comprised of volunteers from registered entities in ERCOT which may include Qualified Scheduling Entities (QSEs), Resource Entities, Transmission and/or Distribution Service Providers (TDSPs), and ERCOT employees.  
Chair and Vice-Chair

The Chair and Vice-Chair positions shall be selected by the DCPTF during the first regularly scheduled meeting, and approved by ROS, to a term not to exceed 12 months, on a one year, rolling basis.  It is anticipated that the scope work assigned to this task force will be completed during the six months following the creation of the TF and upon completing assignment(s) the TF will be terminated. 
Meetings

The DCPTF shall meet as often as necessary to perform their duties and functions.
All meetings of the DCPTF shall be called by the Chair and/or Vice-Chair and all such meeting notices shall be sent, and posted to the ERCOT website at least one week prior to the meeting.

The Chair and/or Vice-Chair shall preside at all meetings and are responsible for preparation of agendas for such meetings which will be posted to the ERCOT website in advance of the meeting.  In the absence of the Chair and the Vice-Chair, the group shall select another DCPTF member to preside at the meeting.  The Chair, or the presiding member, shall be guided by input from the membership in the conduct of the meetings.  
At the start of each DCPTF meeting, a scribe will be assigned the task of taking meeting notes to record any significant actions taken by the TF during the meeting.  The meeting notes and other items such as working draft documents, supporting information, final proposals, participant list, etc. will be distributed by the Chair and/or Vice-Chair by email to the ROS exploder mailing list.
Amendment

These Procedures may be amended upon recommendation by any member of the DCPTF or ROS and approval of that recommendation by ROS, provided such amendment may not be in conflict with the ERCOT Bylaws, Protocols, Operating Guides, Planning Guides or Other Binding Documents, or NERC Reliability Standards. 
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
