2.2.8
Performance/Disturbance/Compliance Analysis

(1)
Performance/Disturbance/Compliance analysis shall be performed by ERCOT for the purpose of ensuring conformance with the Protocols.  All Resources, except nuclear-powered Resources and WGRs, must respond to frequency disturbances with a Governor droop of 5% or less unless limited by a High Sustained Limit (HSL).    

(2)
ERCOT shall make a regular report on selected system disturbances, documenting the response of individual QSEs, together with a summary.  In addition, Resource Entities, QSEs, and individual members of the Performance Disturbance Compliance Working Group (PDCWG) are encouraged to work within their respective companies to enhance the performance of individual Generation Resource control systems through application of the results of the PDCWG studies.

(3)
To ensure compliance and improved performance, the Texas Reliability Entity (Texas RE) shall communicate with the Market Participants that are not meeting the current performance requirements.
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
