ERCOT Fundamentals Task Force (EFTF) Scope

ERCOT administers the ERCOT Certification Program. The program consists of The ERCOT Certification Exam and The Fundamentals Manual that is the primary study guide for preparation for the exam. The ERCOT Fundamentals Task Force (EFTF) is responsible for maintenance of the manual and exam question bank to support the certification program.

The EFTF reports to the Operations Working Group (OWG) and consists of operations and training representatives from Transmission and/or Distribution Service Providers (TDSPs), Qualified Scheduling Entities (QSEs), Resource Entities, ERCOT, and other interested parties.

Any prospective member must sign the appropriate ERCOT Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA) and receive approval from ERCOT.  To facilitate this process, you may email the ERCOT Legal department at NDA@ercot.com.  Any prospective member must also agree to the terms of the Antitrust Admonition.

Management of the membership list shall be the responsibility of ERCOT and coordinated with the EFTF chair.  Once approved, members shall be permitted access to the email distribution list, appropriate ERCOT Secure Documents Library, and to attend EFTF meetings.

The Reliability and Operations Subcommittee (ROS) chair, with ROS confirmation, approves the EFTF chair as recommended by OWG. 

The EFTF chair schedules meetings as required to discharge its responsibilities and has the authority to coordinate all seminar related activities.  

When consensus cannot be achieved on an issue, it shall be presented to OWG for disposition.
