OPTIONS TO SETTLE BUSIDRRQ WITH ACTUAL DATA ON INITIAL SETTLEMENT
1) Stop converting AMS meters that reach the threshold (leave as-is) and transition all competitive BUSIDRRQ back to AMS using one of the existing Profile Type codes.
a. Would require new method to identify premises that have reached the IDR Required threshold but would not require data processing modifications – still processing data as BUSIDRRQ, AMS, or NIDR. 
2) Add a new Profile Type code (ex. IDRPEAK) to be used for meters that have reached the IDR Required threshold but data submittal will be as AMS.  The new Profile Type code could be used for current AMS meters that hit the threshold and could be used to migrate all competitive BUSIDRRQ meters back to AMS.
a. Would allow IDR Required meters to be identified (BUSIDRRQ or IDRPEAK) but may require data processing modifications to account for the new Profile Type code (IDRPEAK).

3) Leave all as-is and provide the BUSIDRRQ data on a frequency which supports providing actual data for INITIAL settlement.
