Data Transport Impacts for NPRR555

As part of “NPRR555 - Load Resource Participation in Security-Constrained Economic Dispatch" Business requirements, following types of new files are being added to our NAESB implementation:

· Submission of Loads in SCED Site Data – A Pipe delimited file with HDR, DET and SUM records. Similar to CBCI and Demand Response file structure.

· File level validation response – Pipe delimited with HDR,ER1,ER2 and SUM records

· LIS (Loads In SCED) Business level validation response– Pipe delimited with HDR,ER1,ER2 and SUM records

· Submission of Loads in SCED Deployment Event – A Pipe delimited file with HDR, DET and SUM records. Similar to CBCI and Demand Response file structure

· File level validation response – Pipe delimited with HDR,ER1,ER2 and SUM records

· LIS Business level validation response – Pipe delimited HDR,ER1,ER2 and SUM records

· Submission of NIDR meter data – A comma separated file with only data records. Only NAESB receipt acknowledgement will be sent for file level.

· LIS Business level validation response in comma separated format.

· Submission of LSE file - There is NO change to format for AMS Meter data as it exists today. Only NAESB receipt acknowledgement will be sent for file level.

· LIS Business level validation response.

Actions Items for TDTWG:

1. We need to define new values for “transaction-set” NAESB header element to add to Business Process document.

2. Draft a revision request for these new values to be included in next NAESB version.

3. Modify our implementation guide to include these new file types.

4. Discuss implementation of these process with our current NAESB implementation ( v1.6)
