1. Anti-trust Admonition
Kris read the ERCOT anti-trust admonition and disclaimer.
2. Roster & calendar review/update – Koellner

Kris went over the STF meeting schedule for the remainder of 2014.  The meeting schedule is available at http://www.ercot.com/committees/board/tac/ros/stf/.  Most meetings are paired up with the ROS meeting for that month.  A Webex will be available for each meeting and the login info will be the same for the rest of the year.  All meetings will be held at ERCOT’s Met Center facility.
Alison noted that the fall NASPI meeting will be held in Houston, TX on October 22nd and 23rd in conjunction with CIGRE’s Grid of the Future Symposium and will include a model validation workshop.

3. Review & approval of minutes from previous meeting – Koellner

The group approved the minutes from the January 2014 meeting with no changes.  Since our last meeting, an update was provided to ROS at their January 9th meeting.  At that meeting, ROS requested a task force name change.
4. Issues List (Confidentiality) – Silverstein
Alison shared her experience on this topic, in particular what has been done at NASPI and in other interconnections, e.g. WECC.  Issue has been addressed in WECC as part of the WISP project and in the Eastern Interconnections as part of the EIDSN, which was started in response to NERCnet shutting down at end of 2013.  Alison made several documents available that we may be able to use as reference material within ERCOT.  
5. Synchrophasor Applications – Dave Costello, SEL
Dave Costello, Technical Support Director w/SEL, presented material related to various synchrophasor applications that have been developed over the past decade or so.  He covered several industry segments, from generation to transmission to distributed generation.  Applications varied from visualization to control and protection-based schemes.  His slides have been posted to the STF web page.
6. ERCOT Synchrophasor Event Review – ERCOT Staff
We reviewed several recent events within ERCOT: two in particular were notable, 1/18/14 and 1/30/14.  In one case, an oscillation was detected by PMU observation and a wind unit limit was put in place in order to remove the oscillation until it was determined the wind plant vendor set a control parameter incorrectly.  This is an example of actionable PMU data.  Detection and observation of PMU events is still not yet a 24x7 ERCOT Control Room function and relies on engineering staff during work hours.  The 3% damping criteria is applied to events when they are analyzed and tabulated for the ROS Operations Report.  Back in March 2013 or thereabouts, ROS expressed an interest in seeing PMU event data reporting in the ROS Operations Report.  In order to gain familiarity with event data, the STF will plan on reviewing events at their meetings.  There are some questions about what events are classified as “PMU events” – i.e. what triggers and classification is appropriate.  And what other metrics or reporting would be helpful/appropriate?
7. Issues List
The group has drafted an Issues List based on the STF charter.  Leads have been assigned in each category based on familiarity with the each area of interest.  Answering and expanding upon the topics included in the Issues List will form the basis of STF’s report that we provide back to ROS w/recommendations.  The Issues List will be reviewed at each STF meeting.  Refer to the Issues List for more specific action items.
8. Wrap-up, action items
