ALR File Format & Data Transport
This is a high-level short list of the steps needed for a QSE to make the ALR market interface process work:
1. Set up a NAESB server for data transport

a. Via service provider, or

b. Build in-house

2. Test communication with ERCOT using ERCOT CERT environment. 

a. Coordinate with ERCOT flight administrator.
3. Create site data files

4. Create DR event files

5. Create monthly kWh (“non-IDR”) meter data files – all sites

6. Create interval data files – for ERCOT-designed statistical sample

7. Process ERCOT file level validation responses for sites & events.
8. Process ERCOT business validation responses for sites, events, nidr, interval data.

9. Resend full data sample after error corrections.
