2014 RDWG Chair John Palen called the April 21, 2014 meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

Antitrust Admonition

John Palen directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.

Agenda Review

John Palen reviewed the agenda for the April 21, 2014 RDWG meeting.

Approval of Draft RDWG Meeting Minutes
The RDWG reached consensus to approve the March 17, 2014 meeting minutes as displayed.

Open Issues List Review

John Palen reviewed open items on the RDWG Issues List.  All issues are on hold or were not discussed due to stakeholder not being present.
MP Online Data Entry

Scott Middleton updated the RDWG on the MP Online Data Entry Project.  The presentation is posted on the April 21, 2014 RDWG meeting page.  Scott stated that the wireframes for the MP Online System will be available to Market Participants in June 2014.  Scott reminded the RDWG about the NPRR219 and Outage Scheduler Enhancement Workshop on April 28, 2014.

The RDWG discussed the proposed SCR for the MP Online Data Entry Project.  ERCOT proposes that a market participant submits an SCR, because it will be relating to external-facing requirements of the system for Market Participants and not necessarily ERCOT.
Proposal for RRGRR
ERCOT plans to submit an RRGRR before the next RDWG meeting to address needs for Wind generation resources.  This RRGRR is in response to the January 6, 2014 event.
Credible Single Contingency

ERCOT plans to send an RFI to Resource Entities to determine whether the entire Combined Cycle plan will trip if the steam turbine trips.  After the RFI is completed, ERCOT may submit RRGRR to add fields for combined cycle generators.
Review Resource Registration Glossary

The RDWG reviewed the Resource Registration Glossary (RRG) data elements and business rules associated with the Gen Load Split - ESIID’ and Private Network - Site’ Tabs of the RARF.

All suggested changes were recorded in a file that will be sent to the group via the RDWG listserv and posted on the RDWG meeting page for April 21, 2014.
Resource Registration Guide Review

The RDWG reviewed sections 4.3 and 4.4 of the Resource Registration Guide.  All suggested changes were recorded in a file that will be sent to the group via the RDWG listserv and posted on the RDWG meeting page for April 21, 2014.  The RDWG discussed the need for the Resource Registration Guide considering that the Resource Registration Glossary is being updated to provide better descriptions of each data element.  The RDWG decided that it might be appropriate for the guide to address sections of the RARF instead of individual data elements.  The Resource Registration Guide will continue to be reviewed during the review of the Resource Registration Glossary.

The RDWG agreed to review the data elements in the LAAR Form during the May 19, 2014 meeting.

Jay Teixeira agreed to develop an RRGRR to add a column to the Resource Registration Glossary labeled “Planning (R,C,O,A)”.
