Colin Meehan is stepping down as Chair of LRISv2 Subgroup.  Bill Barnes from NRG has volunteered to act as Chair for the group. 

LRISv2 goals will be reviewed at the July LRISv2 Subgroup meeting.

Report on Post-June 1st LRISv1 Activity
· ERCOT is in the process of registering and qualifying the first ALRs for SCED participation, and estimates there will be about 20-30MW of capacity for this summer.

· Some complexity in registering the ALR and getting the network model updated.
TAC LMP-G Issues Summary and Hybrid Approach

The group reviewed the issues with the TAC endorsed LMP – volumetric G (VG) which primarily deal with the allocation of estimated curtailment to REPs for customer billing.  Bill presented a new LMP-G Hybrid Approach where LMP-VG and LMP-$G is used to allocate the adjustment to the CSP which will bill the customer.  ERCOT mentioned an idea where $G is paid to REPs.  The group discussed the idea of having LRISv2 only focus on “hedged load” or customers on fixed price products with the objective that REPs do not have to bill customers for usage that did not occur.

ERCOT will still need the ability to estimate customer level curtailment.

Index based and other non-FP loads can be addressed in a later implementation phase.
For July Meeting: Bill to flesh out ERCOT proposal, compare to Hybrid Approach, and present to the group to continue discussion.
Path forward on estimation of volumetric G (VG)

Consert and Comverge have volunteered to give presentations at the July LRISv2 meeting to discuss the ability to estimate customer level curtailment which is a requirement of the TAC endorsed LMP – volumetric G.  To help them prepare presentations that provide meaningful information on the topic, the group discussed talking points that are of interest.

· General overview of the estimation methodology

· Elaborate on ability to estimate discreet customer/ESIID level curtailment

· Discuss accuracy of estimation

· Ability to control deployment in both directions (down and up)

· Would it be possible to define a simple set of standards (high-level targets to meet for quality assurance)

· In addition, provide data and details for ERCOT to evaluate the approach
