2014 RDWG Chair John Palen called the June 23, 2014 meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

Antitrust Admonition

John Palen directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.

Agenda Review

John Palen reviewed the agenda for the June 23, 2014 RDWG meeting.

Approval of Draft RDWG Meeting Minutes
The RDWG reached consensus to approve the May 19, 2014 meeting minutes as displayed.

MP Online Data Entry Project Update
Scott Middleton provided an update on the NMMS and MP Online Data Entry Project.  Slides will be posted on the RDWG meeting page for June 23, 2014.  Scott and John Palen stated that the SCR for the MP Online Data Requirements will be presented at the next ROS meeting for approval.  ERCOT is in final negotiations with the vendor for the NMMS upgrade which should be completed within the next few weeks.  Some of the requirements for the MP Online project can be implemented in the NMMS project, so the MP Online project should be able to be implemented more quickly due to this.  ERCOT is continuing to work with Siemens on the user interface (UI).  A detailed schedule of when finalized examples of the UI will be presented will be at the next RDWG meeting.
Martha Seibold presented wireframes for the MP Online Data Entry System.  There are two views; one for a user that use the system daily and another for someone who uses the system periodically.  The home view is a project list for that Market participant.  Martha showed examples of messaging and alerts within the system.  Taylor Woodruff asked if RARFs prior to implementation will be accessible through this system.  Scott Middleton replied that ERCOT is not sure yet.  John Palen stated that this information is available in Seibel.  Scott said he would determine how far back a Market Participant could search in Seibel.  Martha showed examples of inline validation. John Palen asked how submission will be for joint owners.  Martha responded that the master owner will submit, but will be able to allow other owner(s) to view.  Wireframes for TSPs views of other entities data are not available yet.
Proposed SCR for the MP Online Data Entry Project
John Palen reviewed the SCR.  Martha Seibold noted a typo that needs to be corrected.  John is considering sending to RDWG listserv for comments.  Consensus was reached to submit to ROS for approval.
Review Resource Registration Glossary

The RDWG began reviewing the Resource Registration Glossary (RRG) data elements and business rules associated with the Gen Form of the RARF.  
There was much discussion regarding the following data fields:  Name plate rating, Real power rating, reactive power rating, and turbine rating.  There was confusion about what exactly this was referring to, and how it was used.  ERCOT and TSP’s agreed to review how this data is being used and report at the next meeting.

All suggested changes were recorded in a file that will be sent to the group via the RDWG listserv and posted on the RDWG meeting page for June 23, 2014.
Update on other RRGRRs

John Palen reviewed RRGRR003 that was submitted.  He stated that RDWG cannot take action on this until after 30 day comment period.  There was concern about some of the changes.  Taylor suggested and any concerns be submitted as comments.
John Palen summarized an upcoming RRGRR regarding updates for phase 2 implementation of ORDC.  It will propose adding OFF10 and OFF30 data fields.  It should be submitted within two weeks.
Art Deller updated the RDWG on an RRGRR that will plan to be submitted within the next few weeks.  It synchronized the Resource Registration Glossary with the RARF and adds a column for ‘Planning” Requirements.  John Palen suggested splitting this into two RRGRRs.  Art said that it would not require any changes to the RARF. 

Other Business
Next Steps/Action Items
The RDWG agreed to continue review the data elements in the ‘Non Modeled Gen Form’ during the July 28, 2014 meeting.
