2014 WMS Chair Seth Cochran called the July 9, 2014 WMS meeting to order at 9:33 a.m. 
Antitrust Admonition

Mr. Cochran directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.  A copy of the Antitrust Guidelines was available for review.
Approval of Meeting Minutes

May 7, 2014
June 4, 2014

These items were postponed to the August 6, 2014 WMS meeting.
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Update and Assignments

Reliability Unit Commitment (RUC) Task Force (RUCTF) 
Bill Barnes moved to establish the RUCTF; name Eric Goff chair of the RUCTF; and approve the scope as presented.  Chris Lyons seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Referrals (see Key Documents)

Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 617, Energy Offer Flexibility
Bob Helton moved to request the Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) continue to table NPRR617.  Dana Showalter seconded the motion.  Market Participants discussed that NPRR617 is important for RUC selection and intraday fuel selection, and has material impacts to the market.  The motion carried unanimously.

NPRR627, Augmented ORDC to Include Reliability Factor Methodology
Mr. Helton moved to request PRS continue to table NPRR627.  Greg Thurnher seconded the motion.  Mr. Helton suggested the issue be discussed at RUCTF.  The motion carried unanimously.

Improvements to Wind Forecast/Resource Temperature Limits

Mr. Cochran conveyed the request of the Reliability and Operations Subcommittee (ROS) that WMS consider a method, within the ERCOT wind forecast, to account for Wind-powered Generation Resources (WGRs) coming Off-Line during cold weather events.  Market Participants discussed whether correct or sufficient information is already provided in the Resource Asset Registration Form (RARF); that collaboration among ERCOT, forecast vendors, manufactures, and WGRs is needed to ensure that the correct type of data is provided; and that it would be helpful to understand how additional data would be used.  

Ms. Showalter noted that to improve the forecast in time for cold weather, stakeholders would need to proceed thoroughly and quickly.  Mr. Helton asked ERCOT Operations to provide insight to recent large forecast errors.  Mr. Cochran declined to refer the item to a working group and instead requested the item remain on the WMS agenda. Mr. Cochran also requested that ERCOT and applicable vendors report to WMS regarding potential improvements to the wind forecast, and the ability to predict WGR trips in cold weather events.
ERCOT Operations and Market Items (see Key Documents)
Update – Operating Reserve Demand Curve (ORDC) Performance

Resmi Surendran reported successful ORDC performance and minimal payout to-date; that possible design modifications are being discussed at the Resource Adequacy Task Force (RATF); and that comments are welcome as an NPRR is being developed for Phase 2 implementation.

Update – Release of High Ancillary Service Limit (HASL)
Ms. Surendran noted that the ERCOT Business Practice, Manual Deployment and Recall of Responsive Reserve Service During Scarcity Conditions, was approved at the June 26, 2014 TAC meeting; and that ERCOT is now reviewing the earliest possible date for the required system change, which will be early September 2014 at the latest.  
Congestion Management Working Group (CMWG) (see Key Documents)
Marguerite Wagner reviewed recent CMWG activities.
NPRR635, Clarification of Congestion Revenue Right Source/Sink Points
Clayton Greer moved to endorse NPRR635 as submitted.  Mr. Thurnher seconded the motion.  Market Participants discussed whether the treatment of Congestion Revenue Rights (CRRs) as proposed in NPRR635 poses any threat to accurate modeling of the transmission system.  The motion carried with one objection from the Consumer Market Segment (Floyd Trefny for Mark Smith) and two abstentions from the Independent Power Marketer (IPM) (Mr. Cochran) and Municipal (Ken Lindberg for Larry Gurley) Market Segments.

Eric Goff requested that ERCOT publish information according to the TAC-approved Auction Calendar, as opposed to posting auction results early.  Some Market Participants expressed appreciation for information as soon as it is available, and suggested that ERCOT send a Market Notice should results post early.  Mr. Goff expressed concern for equivalent market access to information, adding that the TAC-approved schedule is when stakeholders expect to see the information, and that not all parties would receive or be able to review an unanticipated Market Notice at the same time.
Generation Adequacy Task Force (GATF) (see Key Documents)
Brandon Whittle reviewed recent GATF activities.
NPRR611, Modifications to CDR Wind Capacity Value
Mr. Thurnher moved to endorse NPRR611 as amended by the 7/3/14 ERCOT comments as revised by WMS.  Mr. Helton seconded the motion.  Market Participants discussed that the top 20 peak hours in each year would be included in the average historical wind availability; that the peak hours reference ERCOT peak hours and may result in multiple hours in one day; and that a multi-year average would be used to mitigate results skewed by single high-wind days.  Market Participants also discussed the list of coastal counties may require revision, but that NPRR611 is a significant improvement over current Protocol language.  Market Participants proposed that “system-wide” be used to describe “peaks”.  The motion carried unanimously.
QSE Managers Working Group (QMWG) (see Key Documents)
Sherry Looney reviewed recent QMWG activities.
NPRR595, RRS Load Treatment in ORDC 
WMS took no action on NPRR595
Ancillary Service RUC Process and Concerns post-NPRR568 Implementation

Mr. Cochran requested QMWG develop a proposal for settling RUC assignments, and to consider whether market settlements and settlements for Ancillary Service assignment may be improved.  Mr. Cochran stipulated that the new action item is in addition to QMWG reviewing ERCOT Operations procedures for the assignment of Ancillary Services.
Market Credit Working Group (MCWG)

Loretto Martin reviewed recent MCWG activities.
Demand Side Working Group (DSWG) (see Key Documents)
Suzanne Bertin reviewed recent DSWG activities.
Retail Demand Response/Price Response Report

Paul Wattles presented the 2013 Analysis Report overview regarding retail demand response and price-responsive Load.  Market Participants requested that, if possible, data be provided in spreadsheet format; and that reporting by Load and Weather Zone would be helpful.  
Update – Emergency Response Service (ERS)
Mark Patterson noted the withdrawal of NPRR623, Measurement and Evaluation of ERS, and the submission of NPRR637, Clarification of ERS Language and ERCOT Process for Co-located Resources.
Resource Adequacy Task Force (RATF)

Sandy Morris noted that Revision Requests addressing OFF10/OFF30, and the RARF, are in draft form, and encouraged Market Participant comment.

Other Business

Ms. Wagner requested an update regarding the posting of metrics regarding Outage Scheduling.  Mr. Cochran requested ERCOT provide an update on System Change Request (SCR) 774, Enhancement to Outage Scheduler and Reports, at the August 6, 2014 WMS meeting.
