ERCOT Loss of AGC

(1)
If a QSE providing Regulation Services or Responsive Reserve Services loses its AGC for any reason, it will notify ERCOT as soon as practicable of the reason for and estimated duration of the loss.  ERCOT will assess whether additional action should be taken to maintain system frequency.  Possible ERCOT actions include opening a Supplemental Ancillary Service Market (SASM) per Protocol Section 6.4.8.2, Supplemental Ancillary Service Market, for the period of anticipated loss.  

(2)
ERCOT shall conduct unannounced testing to verify a QSE’s capability to operate in CFC mode.  Only QSEs with at least 350 MW of spinning reserve room will be tested.  QSEs shall be tested at least once every three years.  At a time determined solely by ERCOT, ERCOT will direct the QSE to operate under CFC mode. Once instructed by ERCOT, the QSE will have two minutes to switch to CFC mode.  The duration of this test shall be no more than 15 minutes.  ERCOT shall maintain the list of QSEs that have successfully demonstrated their capability to operate in CFC mode.  
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
