2014 RDWG Vice Chair Taylor Woodruff called the July 29, 2014 meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.

Antitrust Admonition

Taylor Woodruff directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.

Agenda Review

Taylor Woodruff reviewed the agenda for the July 29, 2014 RDWG meeting.

Approval of Draft RDWG Meeting Minutes
The RDWG reached consensus to approve the June 23, 2014 meeting minutes as displayed.

MP Online Data Entry Project Update
Scott Middleton gave an update on the MP Online Data Entry Project.  He stated that ERCOT has completed their internal requirements.  The next step will be to start reviewing the requirements with the vendor.  ERCOT will include the market requirements from SCR776 in the discussion with the vendor.  ERCOT is developing a schedule for sharing more evolved screens with the market at upcoming RDWG meetings.  ERCOT should have the schedule for presenting final wireframes by the next RDWG meeting.
RRGRR003 - Modifications to Improve Wind Forecasting
ERCOT would like to have these changes by winter 2014.  The RRGRR was submitted, so ERCOT could get more accurate data.  Dana Showalter is concerned that the changes proposed in the RRGRR do not help with the wind forecast.  She stated that wants to ensure that the correct data is being asked for to avoid ‘garbage in – garbage out.’  John Palen discussed the presentation that will be made at WMS by AWS Truewind to address the proposed changes.  The RDWG reached consensus to table RRGRR003.

Dana Showalter also expressed the request of ROS that RRGRRs to be submitted to the ROS listserv.  This would require some language change to the Resource Registration Glossary Revision Process.  John Palen agreed that he would forward future RRGRRs to the ROS listserv.
Review Resource Registration Glossary Action Items and modifications to date
The RDWG reviewed the Resource Registration modifications and action items that had been proposed at previous meetings.  Art gave an update on his action items.  

Action Item 1 - The TDSP and ERCOT substation code can differ at times.  For the field labeled 'Substation Code for POD' on the LAAR form of the RARF, could you confirm that the ERCOT code needed there?

Art’s response - We have tried to keep the TDSP and ERCOT substation codes to be the same. If there are cases where they are different, we should investigate and determine whether we need to update the RARF. We use the substation code to come up with an Asset Code. By looking at the Asset Code for any Load Resource you should be able to determine where that LR is in the Network Model. This is not required by the Protocols but is a convenient tool when trouble-shooting telemetry and other issues.

Action Item 2 - Could you provide the need for the field labeled 'Site In-Service Date' on the General and Site Information tab?  Also, before a plant goes into service the planned date could change, so how often should it be updated?
Art’s response - The Site In-Service Date is needed as a separate field because the Unit In-Service dates may be different. For example, when a site is re-powered, the Site date does not change, but the Unit date will. ERCOT needs to know the date the site itself was placed in service.

Action Item 2 - Could you provide the need for the field labeled 'Congestion Management Zone for 2003' in the General and Site Information tab of the RARF.  Also, is there a better way than " This information can be found in the ERCOT Data Dictionary on the Planning and Operations Information website.  For newer units, please contact ERCOT." to describe what is needed.
Art’s response - This field once had a purpose, but is no longer necessary. ERCOT will remove or replace this field at the next opportunity that causes us to re-issue new RARFs or when we place MP-Online in service.
No other updates or comments were made.
Review Resource Registration Glossary

The RDWG began continued reviewing the Resource Registration Glossary (RRG) data elements and business rules associated with the Gen Form of the RARF that were not addressed at the previous RDWG meeting.
There were questions about what the High Reasonability Limit and Low Reasonability Limit fields are used for.  Various RDWG members suggested changes to the description, but all agreed that the RDWG would need to address at the next meeting.  John Palen asked that all RDWG members develop language for the description to be reviewed at the next meeting.  

There were also questions about how Low Reasonability Ramp Rate and Seasonal Net Max Sustainable Rating fields are used.
Update on other RRGRRs

Art Deller updated the RDWG on RRGRRs that will plan to be submitted.  They synchronized the Resource Registration Glossary with the RARF and add a column for ‘Planning” Requirements.
Other Business
Next Steps/Action Items
The RDWG agreed to continue review the data elements in the ‘Gen Form’ during the August 19, 2014 meeting.
