This Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) is to ensure that generators providing energy to the Real-Time Market (RTM) during extreme fuel events, which are generally due to extreme cold weather conditions, are properly compensated for the energy produced.  The discrepancy occurs when a generator is mitigated from their submitted Energy Offer Curve which generally includes the appropriate fuel price to a much lower Day-Ahead fuel index price that is used for the mitigated offer curve.  This creates the situation where generators providing Real-Time energy for the reliability of the grid is compensated at a price much lower that the real cost of production.

	· Allows for the recovery of the actual costs of energy production during extreme fuel events when units are mitigated from the submitted Energy Offer Curves to the mitigated offer curves that is based on a lower fuel price.  
· The inclusion of the fuel changes in the system allows more of the fuel price excursions to be included in the Real-Time Locational Marginal Price (LMP) rather than all fuel excursions being treated as a dispute and resolved through up-lift to the market.
