Agenda Item 1:  Antitrust Admonition
The ERCOT Antitrust Admonition and Disclaimer were read by the Chair, Jim Lee.  
Agenda Item 2:  Agenda Review
Jim reviewed the agenda for today’s call.
Agenda Item 3:  Review and Approve Call Notes
The notes for the April 1, 2015 call were approved.
Agenda Item 4:  COPS Update
Sheri and Jim presented the April 15, 2015 COPS update.
Agenda 5: LPGRR055 – Extend Load Profile Model Calendar Inputs to 2030 (Impact Analysis Review)

LPGRR055 extends the Load Profile Model calendar-related inputs in Appendix E- Profile Model Spreadsheets from 2020 to 2030. The calendar inputs include calendar variables, daylight savings variables, sunrise/sunset times and holiday variables. Corresponding changes to calendar-related inputs will be made to the Load Profile Models in MetrixIDR. PWG was in consensus to endorse and forward to COPS the 4/1/15 PWG Report and Impact Analysis for LPGRR055.  COPS (at their 5/13/2015 meeting) recommended approval of LPGRR055 as recommended by PWG.  
Agenda 6: Draft LPGRR - Initial Profile Assignment for Temporary Services 
The issue is the initial Load Profile assignment for non-residential service for temporary services required for new home construction is BUSMEDLF. 

During the early days of temporary service, the backcast profile is used for initial settlement until meter read data is available from the TDSPs. The average daily energy from the BUSMEDLF backcast profile is approximately 500 kWh which can have credit, forecasting and ancillary service implications when assessments are done at the ESI ID level.
Jim provided background and reviewed the draft LPGRR.  The TDSP’s prefer that the language be less prescriptive. Sheri suggested and there was consensus to change the LPGRR wording “and/or to comply” to “in order to comply” to provide more clarity. The PWG will sponsor this LPGRR.  Bill will make the agreed-upon change and send the revised document to the PWG Listserv before the next meeting.

Agenda Items 7: Annual Validation 2015

Bill introduced Annual Validation (AV) 2015 by presenting the task list/timetable.  The estimated number of Residential changes will be presented at the May 27 PWG meeting.
Agenda Item 8: Review Protocol Section 18: Load Profiling

Bill proposed the PWG review and update Protocol Section 18: Load Profiling and the associated Load Profiling Guide due to market changes precipitated by the installation of AMS meters. Carolyn suggested face-to-face meetings and the call participants agreed with this suggestion.
