	Review MarkeTrak Monthly Performance  

August was a quiet month. No large system issues or outages.

Dave also reviewed the Secure Socket Layer (SSL) certificate requirement for programmatic access to ERCOT’s External Web Services (EWS) API. SSL certificates expired on 9/7 and ERCOT renewed a few days early. No additional MPs have expressed issues/problems/concerns with SSL certificate renewal.
Dave reviewed MT API and ERCOT is still working to develop QueryList proposed SLO. ERCOT will hold off on proposing SLO until the QueryList numbers have stabilized. (ETA: Q1 2016)

Modifications to report: convert API performance report to ‘seconds’ instead of ‘milliseconds’; include GUI performance to report as well.
