	Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) Referrals (see Key Documents)

Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 744, RUC Trigger for the Reliability Deployment Price Adder and Alignment with RUC Settlement

Mr. Carpenter referred NPRR744 to the Qualified Scheduling Entity (QSE) Managers Working Group (QMWG).
NPRR745, Change ERS Availability from an Hourly to 15-minute Interval Evaluation plus Other Minor Changes

Sandy Morris moved to endorse NPRR745 as submitted.  Mark Smith seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
NPRR746, Adjustments Due to Negative Load

ORDC Review  
Mr. Whittle reminded Market Participants that TAC requested WMS take up discussion of price formation issues during scarcity, and Commissioner Kenneth Anderson’s memo of October 7, 2015 regarding Project No. 40000 – Commission Proceeding to Ensure Resource Adequacy in Texas, and report at the January 28, 2016 TAC meeting.  Mr. Whittle noted that the whitepaper prepared by SAWG is not a consensus view of SAWG, but rather the world of options and opinions on the topic.

Market Participants reviewed the whitepaper and offered revisions to the two items listed as Consensus Items.  Mr. Helton was joined by Market Participants in thanking Mr. Whittle and SAWG for their efforts.
