	Status of the FERC’s Review of Proposed Standard
Awaiting the publishing of the standard in the Federal Register. Once published the standard will be effective in 60 days.
Changes to the standard to be completed in 18 months after affective date of standard:

· NERC must modify the benchmark standard so that it is not based on spatially averaged data 
· Second it directs additions to the reliability standard to require entities to collect and make publicly available necessary data from geomagnetically induced monitors and magnetometers to ensure a complete set of data for operational studies. 

**Note** It was discussed that most likely this does not mean that everyone has to install new monitors, existing data is just to be made available.

· Third it directs NERC to develop a timeline and establish specific deadlines, for implementation of corrective action plans and completion of other mitigation activities.
