Market Participants discussed concepts related to the “2% Rule” outlined in paragraph (2) of Nodal Protocol Section 9.5.6, RTM Resettlement Statement.  Mr. Ruane stated that an NPRR is currently in development that will add specificity to “data error,” as this concept is currently not defined in Protocols, and opined that a distinction between price errors versus other errors that affect resettlement might make this language more clear.
