
ERCOT ROS Planning Working Group (PLWG)

Scope

The Planning Working Group (PLWG) is a non-voting group reporting to the Reliability and Operations Subcommittee (ROS).
Participation in the Planning Working Group (PLWG) is encouraged from ERCOT stakeholders (i.e., Transmission and/or Distribution Service Providers (TDSPs), Qualified Scheduling Entities (QSEs), and Resource Entities, and PUC Staff), and includes ERCOT Staff. In addition, as needed, representation from the Dynamics Working Group (DWG), System Protection Working Group (SPWG) the Steady State Working Group (SSWG) is required when addressing specific working group-related matters.
The ROS approves the PLWG chair and subgroup chairs as recommended by PLWG.

When consensus cannot be achieved on an issue, the issue should be fully described and options presented to the ROS for disposition.

The chair of the PLWG schedules meetings as required to discharge its responsibilities.

Responsibilities of the PLWG include:

· Respond to assignments from the ROS.

· Maintain the Planning Guide.

· Review the ERCOT planning criteria, processes and data provision requirements included in the Planning Guide, to identify needed improvements and recommend appropriate solutions for ROS action or approval.

· Review proposed Planning Guide Revision Requests (PGRRs) and make recommendations for ROS approval.  

· Review the Planning Guide for alignment with North American Electric Reliability Corporation (NERC) Reliability Standards requirements and recommend appropriate Regional Standard Authorization Requests (SARs), PGRRs, or Nodal Protocol Revision Requests (NPRRs) as needed.

· Review Planning Guide for addressing planning-related issues and recommend appropriate PGRRs or NPRRs as needed.

· If directed by ROS, assist with the review and analysis of events on the ERCOT System and recommend appropriate PGRRs or NPRRs as needed.
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
