Antitrust Admonition

Mr. Helton directed attention to the displayed Antitrust Admonition and noted that the Antitrust Guidelines are available for review on the ERCOT website.
Approval of TAC Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents)

February 22, 2018
Thresa Allen moved to approve the February 22, 2018 TAC meeting minutes as revised by TAC.  Richard Ross seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) Report (see Key Documents)
Martha Henson reviewed recent PRS activities and presented items for TAC consideration.
Other Binding Documents List

Ms. Henson highlighted revisions proposed to the Other Binding Documents List following approval by PRS on March 8, 2018.
Mr. Ross moved to approve the Other Binding Documents List as revised by TAC.  BJ Flowers seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 868, As-Built Hub and Load Zone Calculation
Barksdale English moved to recommend approval of NPRR868 as recommended by PRS in the 3/8/18 PRS Report with a proposed effective date of upon Board approval.  Bill Barnes seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
NPRR858, Provide Complete Current Operating Plan (COP) Data

NPRR864, RUC Modifications to Consider Market-Based Solutions

NPRR865, Publish RTM Shift Factors for Hubs, Load Zones, and DC Ties

System Change Request (SCR) 793, SSR Related Telemetry for Transmission Service Provider (TSP) Operators

SCR795, Addition of Intra-Hour Wind Forecast to GTBD Calculation
Eric Goff moved to recommend approval of NPRR858, NPRR864, NPRR865, SCR793, and SCR795 as recommended by PRS in the respective 3/8/18 PRS Reports.  Mr. Ross seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Other Binding Document Revision Request (OBDRR) 002, ORDC OBD Revisions for PUCT Project 47199

Market Participants discussed changes outlined in OBDRR002 and reviewed the expected timeline for implementation.
Mr. Goff moved to recommend approval of OBDRR002 as submitted and the associated Impact Analysis with a recommended priority of 2018 and rank of 145.  Mr. Barnes seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Wholesale Market Subcommittee (WMS) Report (see Key Documents)
David Kee reviewed recent WMS activities.
2018 WMS Goals

Mr. Barnes moved to approve the 2018 WMS Goals as presented.  Bob Wittmeyer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Reliability and Operations Subcommittee (ROS) Report (see Key Documents)
Tom Burke reviewed recent ROS activities. 
2018 ROS Goals

Mr. Ross moved to approve the 2018 ROS Goals as presented.  Mr. Wittmeyer seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Commercial Operations Subcommittee (COPS) Report (see Key Documents)

Heddie Lookadoo summarized COPS activities and noted the ongoing discussions taking place at the Profiling Working Group (PWG) regarding proposed changes to the annual validation process.
TAC Assignment – IDR Meter Reads

Market Participants reviewed discussions that took place at the February 22, 2018 TAC meeting regarding the Interval Data Recorder (IDR) Meter reads assignment to COPS.  Some expressed concerns regarding portions of the topic being assigned to different subcommittees and requested a joint meeting or workshop on the subject for members of WMS and the Retail Market Subcommittee (RMS).  After further deliberation, TAC Members opined that there would be benefits to establishing a singular forum for Market Participants to present concerns and consider possible solutions.  RMS leadership agreed to host the discussion.
RMS Report (see Key Documents)

Rebecca Zerwas reviewed recent RMS activities.
Retail Market Guide Revision Request (RMGRR) 150, Appendix Removal and Cleanup of the Competitive Retailer Safety Net Spreadsheet
Ian Haley moved to approve RMGRR150 as recommended by RMS in the 3/6/18 RMS Report.  Mr. Barnes seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. 
TAC Subcommittee Restructuring Task Force Update (see Key Documents)

Jim Lee summarized recommendations for restructuring of RMS, COPS, and redistribution of working group and task force assignments as discussed at the March 5, 2018 TAC Subcommittee Restructuring Task Force meeting.  Market Participants reviewed approval timelines for related Revision Requests and TAC/Subcommittee Procedures.
ERCOT Reports (see Key Documents)
Proposed Amendments to ERCOT Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws
Vickie Leady thanked Market Participants for their feedback regarding proposed changes to the ERCOT Bylaws.  Ms. Leady noted that as ERCOT continues to receive additional comments and questions, the timeline for a vote may be delayed in order to allow time for additional revisions.  Ms. Leady also reviewed comments received from various parties regarding Southern Cross Transmission’s registration as a Member of ERCOT, and provided an update on the status of revisions to the definition of “affiliate”.
Annual ERS Report to TAC
Market Participants discussed highlights of the Emergency Response Service (ERS) Report.  Mr. Goff requested discussion of possible metrics for evaluation of the ERS program be held at an upcoming WMS meeting.  
Other Business
Mr. Helton commended leadership and participants of the TAC Subcommittee Restructuring Task Force for their efforts in pursuit of new efficiencies to TAC Subcommittee functions, practices, and procedures.
