DEFINITIONS

Limited Impact Remedial Action Scheme (RAS) (see Remedial Action Scheme (RAS))

Remedial Action Scheme (RAS)

A scheme designed to detect predetermined ERCOT System conditions and automatically take corrective actions that may include, but are not limited to, adjusting or tripping generation (MW and MVAr), tripping Load, or reconfiguring a System(s) to maintain a secure system.  RASs do not include under-frequency or under voltage Load shedding, the isolation of fault conditions, or out-of-step relaying (not designed as an integral part of an RAS).  RASs shall not be implemented on Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits (IROLs).  RASs may be implemented for use in areas of the ERCOT system that are part of the bulk electric System as defined by the NERC standards.  Additional criteria that are excluded from being classified as RAS are outlined in the Operating Guides.  A RAS entity includes owners of Facilities included in the RAS, including but not limited to Generation Resources, TSPs and Direct Current Ties (DC Ties).
Limited Impact Remedial Action Scheme (RAS)
A RAS that by inadvertent operation or failure to operate does not cause or contribute to ERCOT System cascading, uncontrolled separation, angular instability, voltage instability, voltage collapse, or unacceptably damped oscillations. 
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
