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1. Align ROS Goals with the strategic vision of the ERCOT Board of Directors and the TAC Goals for 2020.

2. Maintain market rules that support ERCOT system reliability and resource adequacy consistent with PURA, PUCT, and NERC Reliability Standards.

3. Collaborate with ERCOT on the review of Ancillary Service needs and implement changes as necessary. 
4. Consider improvements to Black Start plans, including grid enhancements, and coordination with natural gas pipelines and generation to optimize restoration.
5. Evaluate and determine appropriate performance requirements and related market changes for emerging technologies, including Load Resources, Distributed Generation (DG), and Energy Storage Resources (ESRs).
6. Evaluate and determine Geomagnetic Disturbance (GMD) requirements and address needed changes in Protocols and Guides.
7. Work on Southern Cross Transmission (SCT) directives.
8. Collaborate with ERCOT on the review of any transmission planning process improvements, including incorporation of new technologies, and pursue Protocol and Guide changes as necessary.  Consider management of stability constraints and weak grid conditions, and pursue improvements.
9. Work with ERCOT Staff to develop Market Rules pertaining to Real-Time Co-optimization that ensure adequate reliability is maintained.
