	Business Case
	As a result of prolonged widespread power outages that occurred in February 2021, ERCOT and Market Participants agreed that an adjustment to NIDR backcasted Load Profiles for Operating Days 2/15/21 through 2/18/21 would have provided more accurate Load volumes for the ERCOT Settlement process.  ERCOT was granted authority to make the aforementioned adjustments by the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT) in an order filed in PUCT Docket Number 51812, Issues Related to the State of Disaster for the February 2021 Winter Weather Event, on February 21, 2021, and ERCOT made the adjustments.  This NPRR grants ERCOT the authority to make similar adjustments to future Operating Days without requiring a PUCT order.

	On 11/10/21, PRS voted via roll call to table NPRR1102.  There was one abstention from the Consumer (Occidental Chemical) Market Segment.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.

On 1/13/22, PRS voted unanimously via roll call to endorse and forward to TAC the 12/14/21 PRS Report as revised by PRS and Impact Analysis for NPRR1102.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.

18.5.1
ERCOT Responsibilities

(1)
ERCOT will develop, administer, and maintain Load Profiles in accordance with these Protocols.  There may be extenuating circumstances including, but not limited to, prolonged widespread power outages that may necessitate ERCOT’s discretion for adjusting Non-Interval Data Recorder (NIDR) backcasted Load Profiles.  If an event requires ERCOT to utilize this discretion, ERCOT shall send a Market Notice within three Business Days of making the adjustments and report its action(s) and reason(s) for doing so to the next meeting of the appropriate Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) subcommittee.
(2)
Any disputes related to the accuracy, appropriateness, or adjustment of Load Profiles shall be handled in accordance with Section 9.14, Settlement and Billing Dispute Process.
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
