Nodal Operating Guide Revision Request (NOGRR) 273, Related to NPRR1264, Creation of a New Energy Attribute Certificate Program 
Beverly Lowe summarized the changes reflected in NOGRR273, Planning Guide Revision Request (PGRR) 123, Related to NPRR1264, Creation of a New Energy Attribute Certificate Program, and Resource Registration Glossary Revision Request (RRGRR) 038, Related to NPRR1264, Creation of a New Energy Attribute Certificate Program, that align the documents with Protocol changes made by Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 1264, Creation of a New Energy Attribute Certificate Program, which introduces the concept of Energy Attribute Certificates (EACs) and makes Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs) a subcategory of EACs.  Participants acknowledged the January 8, 2025 Wholesale Market Subcommittee (WMS) vote to request PRS table NPRR1264 and expressed a preference to table NOGRR273, PGRR123 and RRGRR038 pending the outcome of NPRR1264 discussions at WMS.  Participants also noted preference to request PRS to table NPRR1264.  Ms. Rich noted these items could be considered for inclusion in the Combined Ballot.
