Blake Holt called the April 2, 2025, WMS meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  
Antitrust Admonition  
Mr. Holt directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.  
Agenda Review  

Mr. Holt reviewed the agenda and announced that ERCOT Operations and Market Items would be taken up following the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) update.  
Approval of WMS Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents) 

February 5, 2025
March 5, 2025
Mr. Holt noted these items could be considered for inclusion in the Combined Ballot.  
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Update

Mr. Holt reviewed the disposition of items considered at the March 26, 2025, TAC meeting, and noted the potential price correction per the September 11, 2024, Market Notice M-A091124-01 Potential Price Correction – Usage of incorrect Resource telemetry MW values when QSE sends suspect quality telemetry, for SCED Mathematical limit computations for active constraints.  Participants discussed concerns regarding transparency into the ERCOT approach and the need to review the price correction process and potentially include additional language to memorialize the current interpretation.  Mr. Holt assigned the WMS action item to review Price Correction Methodology to the Wholesale Market Working Group (WMWG), requested it be taken up at the May 5, 2025, WMWG meeting, and noted Eric Goff’s willingness to champion the issue. 
Maximum Daily Resource Planned Outage Capacity (MDRPOC) Outage Methodology Update

Mr. Holt highlighted the MDRPOC outage methodology update discussion at the March 26, 2025, TAC meeting and reviewed the timeline for consideration at the June 24, 2025, ERCOT Board of Directors (ERCOT Board) meeting.  Participants discussed the need to have greater coordination among ERCOT and Market Participants for outage coordination.  Mr. Huang noted that the existing methodology is being updated to reflect the committed generation and changes in projected long-term Load growth.  Mr. Huang requested that Market Participants provide their input in the process.  Mr. Holt assigned the WMS action item to review the MDRPOC process to WMWG, requested it be taken up at the May 5, 2025, WMWG meeting, and noted Bill Barnes’ willingness to champion the issue.
WMS Goals/Strategic Objectives (see Key Documents)

Mr. Holt reviewed the proposed WMS Strategic Objectives and requested participants review the objectives and offer revisions/edits for consideration at the May 7, 2025, WMS meeting. 
ERCOT Operations and Market Items (see Key Documents)  
Aggregate Distributed Energy Resource (ADER) Pilot Project Discussion – Phase 3 Governing Document

Mr. Holt reminded participants of the ADER project discussion at the February 27, 2025 TAC meeting and March 5, 2025 WMS meeting and the timeline for consideration of the Aggregate Distributed Energy Resource Pilot Project Governing Document Phase 3, at the June 24, 2025, ERCOT Board meeting.  Ryan King presented the analysis and overview of Settlement treatment of non-controllable Load Resources.  Participants discussed uncoordinated participation by a third-party Qualified Scheduling Entity (QSE) as a non-controllable Load Resource in the ADER program.  Many participants voiced the desire to preserve the compromise reached by the ADER Taskforce and to minimize the risk of anticompetitive actions.  James Langdon provided an overview of Vistra’s comments on the governing document and presented their proposed solution.  In response to discussions of potential solutions, Mr. Holt requested interested parties propose additional solutions and document revisions timely for consideration at the May 7, 2025, WMS meeting.

Gordon Drake announced that a white paper would be published in the following months with a subsequent report to WMS.
