Far West Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits (IROLs)
Freddy Garcia presented the Far West Texas IROLs.  Market Participants expressed concerns about the potential cost to customers and reliability impacts.  Market Participants also identified several key issues regarding the Far West IROL, including concerns about its implementation, the impact on load levels, and the need for targeted load shedding. They also discussed the challenges of predicting load growth and the importance of accurate data reporting and dynamic ratings.  Mr. Garcia noted the need for the additional General Transmission Constraints (GTCs) due to the likelihood that load growth in the region will outpace transmission construction. In response to participants’ requests, Mr. Garcia offered to review the issues at the 9/15/25 OWG and 9/19/25 Large Load Working Group (LLWG) meetings.

Shane Herrera gave a presentation on the EIA RFI related to Form EIA-930A and announced the timeline for data collection.
