Urgency Vote(s)
Planning Guide Revision Request (PGRR) 134, Interconnection Studies Reform for Dispatchable Loads
Katie Rich noted that the sponsor of PGRR134 expressed a desire for ROS to consider the Revision Request at the January 8, 2026 ROS meeting.  Market Participants agreed to table and refer the item to the Planning Working Group (PLWG).  Mr. Borkar noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

Language Review 

PGRR134, Interconnection Studies Reform for Dispatchable Loads
This item was tabled and referred to PLWG under the Urgency Votes section of the agenda.
Nodal Operating Guide Revision Request (NOGRR) 281, NPRR1307, Revised Definition of Mitigation Plan 111325
Freddy Garcia provided an overview of NOGRR281 and the related Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 1307.  Market Participants agreed to table NOGRR281 for one month and refer the item to the Operations Working Group (OWG).  Mr. Borkar noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NOGRR282, Large Electronic Load Ride-Through Requirements 

Patrick Gravois gave an overview of NOGRR282 and recommended ROS refer the item to the Dynamics Working Group (DWG).  Mr. Gravois requested that future comments filed by data centers be submitted as joint comments and noted that NOGRR282 would be presented at the December 8-9, 2025 ERCOT Board of Directors meeting.  In response to a question from Market Participants, Mr. Gravois noted that the proposed system operation limit is region-specific.  Mr. Garcia clarified that the proposed system operating limit would be a summation of loads that can ride-through and not a Generic Transmission Constraint (GTC).  Mr. Garcia also noted that the regions beyond the system operating limit would be constrained by the Transmission Service Providers (TSPs).  Market Participants agreed to table the item and refer the issue to DWG and the System Protection Working Group (SPWG).  Mr. Borkar noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
