Blake Holt called the February 4, 2026, WMS meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  
Antitrust Admonition  
Mr. Holt directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.  
Agenda Review  

Mr. Holt reviewed the agenda.
Approval of WMS Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents) 

January 7, 2026
Mr. Holt reviewed the January 7, 2026 WMS Meeting Minutes.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Update
Mr. Holt highlighted the TAC-assigned action item to review impacts of Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations, which was under review by the Wholesale Market Working Group (WMWG).  Mr. Holt also highlighted the Dispatchable Reliability Reserve Service (DRRS) Workshop taking place after the WMS meeting concluded. 
2026 WMS Working Group Leadership (see Key Documents)
The 2026 WMS working group leadership nominees were displayed for participants to review.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

ERCOT Operations and Market Items (see Key Documents)
2025 Q4 Settlement Stability Report
Magie Shanks presented the Settlement stability report.  Participants inquired whether the new charge types regarding allocation of Load would require a Protocol change to implement, and about the number of affected intervals.  Ms. Shanks noted she would confirm and follow up with the respective details.
Annual Update to the Congestion Revenue Right (CRR) Activity Calendar
Samantha Findley provided an overview of the CRR Activity Calendar. Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
New Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) Referrals (see Key Documents)
Nodal Protocol Revision Requestion (NPRR) 1313, Adjustment to the Calculation of the Initial Standby Cost for RMR Resources

Ino Gonzalez provided an overview of NPRR1313.  Participants supported NPRR1313 stating it would help reduce the differences between the initial and actual Settlement reports; that it as a more precise way to account for correct costs on a correct timeline; and that allocating cost based on Load in a specific period would minimize variances between settlements.  Some participants expressed concerns about balancing from a Load and generation perspective.  Participants agreed to have a separate ballot for NPRR1313. 
Mike Hale moved to endorse NPRR1313 as submitted.  Kevin Hanson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (Please see ballot posted with Key Documents.)
NPRR1316, Implement an Annual ERCOT RFI Process to Gather Information Related to Retirement and Mothballing Plans of Select Resources
Katherine Gross provided an overview of NPRR1316.  Pete Warnken noted that ERCOT has a provision by which they can obtain information on unconfirmed retirements, which is dependent on public information and not as reliable as ERCOT would like.  Participants noted that ERCOT and stakeholders had considered a similar change in the past, but it was considered impractical due to the use of material non-public information; and recommended that ERCOT’s measures to estimate longer term risk rely on local or system reliability rather than internal expectations.  Some participants expressed discomfort with the language but noted that they would be open to considering modified language.  Participants agreed to request that PRS continue to table NPRR1316.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NPRR1317, Creation of Non-Settled Generator (NSG) and Clarification of the Types, Usage, and Registration of Distributed Generation
Bill Blevins provided an overview of NPRR1317, noted that ERCOT was not seeking to create new policy with the NPRR, and stated that asynchronous back-up generators would have to be accounted for if they are connected to the ERCOT Grid.  Michael Jewell provided an overview of the 1/27/26 Priority Power comments.  Participants agreed to refer the issue to the Demand Side Working Group (DSWG).  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

NPRR1318, Specific Exclusion of the Incentive Factor to ERCOT Approved Outside Attorney Fees and Approved Emissions Costs
Mr. Gonzalez provided an overview of NPRR1318.  Participants requested an additional month to review the NPRR due to the potential impact of the proposed changes.  Participants agreed to request that PRS continue to table NPRR1318.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

NPRR1319, Modifications to Seasonal Mothball Periods and Clarification to Evaluation Process
Ms. Gross provided an overview of NPRR1319.  Participants agreed to request that PRS continue to table NPRR1319 so that ERCOT could complete internal discussions on whether to include a winter prohibition on mothballing.  Ms. Gross confirmed she would provide an update at the March 5, 2026 WMS meeting.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
WMS Revision Requests (see Key Documents)
Verifiable Cost Manual Revision Request (VCMRR) 047, Related to NPRR1314, Planning Guide Glossary Transition
Jordan Troublefield provided an overview of VCMRR047, noting the decision to abstain from the usage of the acronym ‘LTSA’ previously associated with ‘long-term service agreement’ in an effort to avoid potential conflict and confusion.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

Revision Requests Tabled at PRS and Referred to WMS (see Key Documents)
NPRR1275, Expansion of Qualifying Pipeline Definition for Firm Fuel Supply Service in Phase 3

Mr. Gonzalez recommended that NPRR1275 be endorsed by WMS.  He confirmed that additional Protocol changes addressing Firm Fuel Supply (FFS) and a Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT) ruling on FFS would be forthcoming in relation to NPRR1275 but that there was no risk in moving forward with NPRR1275.  Participants requested an additional month to compare the PUC ruling with the language in NPRR1275.  WMS took no action. 
NPRR1296, Residential Demand Response Program 

Ryan King provided an overview of the 1/28/26 ERCOT comments on NPRR1296 and confirmed he would provide annual and seasonal net Load analysis at the March 4, 2026 WMS meeting. Participants expressed concern and requested additional information on signal erosion, out-of-market payments, and predictability of net peak Load.  Participants also requested that ERCOT consider four years of historical data in its Impact Analysis and raised questions about consistency with the Aggregated Distributed Energy Resource (ADER) program.  Mr. King clarified that NPPR1296 would create a voluntary, paid-for-performance program.  Bill Barnes provided an overview of the 1/16/26 Joint Sponsors comments.  Ms. Gross noted that she would review the NPRR to ensure it was in compliance with the Public Utility Regulation Act (PURA).  Participants agreed to keep the issue tabled at WMS.  WMS took no action on this item.
