Blake Holt called the March 4, 2026 WMS meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  
Antitrust Admonition  
Mr. Holt directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.  
Agenda Review  

Mr. Holt reviewed the agenda.
Approval of WMS Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents) 

February 4, 2026
Mr. Holt reviewed the February 4, 2026 WMS Meeting Minutes.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Update
Mr. Holt reviewed the timeline for Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 1315, Changes to Process of Evaluating the Potential Needs for Additional Capacity, and noted that ERCOT requested consideration at the June 1, 2026 ERCOT Board of Directors meeting.  Mr. Holt highlighted Other Binding Documents Revision Request (OBDRR) 055, Revisions to Non-Spinning Reserve Deployment and Recall Procedure for RTC+B, which ERCOT had requested consideration at the March 25, 2026 TAC meeting.  Mr. Holt also noted that the Real-Time Co-optimization plus Batteries Task Force (RTCBTF) would be sunsetted and that RTCBTF had provided WMS with a list of issues to convert into action items.  
Participants noted that the Wholesale Market Working Group (WMWG) had received concerns regarding Load forecast errors and requested input from ERCOT; requested additional data regarding Load curtailment in relation to Winter Storm Fern; and requested more information regarding the scope of “Requests for Proposal” (RFPs) for NPRR1315.
ERCOT Reports and Updates (see Key Documents)
OBDRR055
Luis Hinojosa provided an overview of OBDRR055 and responded to questions stating that ERCOT monthly reports provide cause of deployment triggers.  Participants requested more insight into Real-Time State of Charge (SOC) for batteries and that ERCOT add SOC percentage data to the Ancillary Services Capacity Monitor. Participants agreed to have WMWG review the issue; WMS took no action on OBDRR055.    
New Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) Referrals (see Key Documents)
NPRR1320, Reserve Margin Reporting and Miscellaneous Changes for the Report on Capacity, Demand, and Reserves in the ERCOT Region (CDR)
Pete Warnken provided an overview of NPRR1320 and noted that there were no operational or cost impacts to the market; that NPRR1320 clarifies ERCOT can report specific details on a unit basis in Resource adequacy reports; and that ERCOT uses reasonably high and low estimates for the Planning Reserve Margin (PRM).  Participants suggested that the Supply Analysis Working Group (SAWG) review the scenarios ERCOT uses in its reports before they are published and emphasized the importance of formalizing the scenario analysis due to the high level of uncertainty in Load forecasting.  Participants agreed to request PRS continue to table NPRR1320 and to refer the item to SAWG for further review.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
Congestion Management Working Group (CMWG) (see Key Documents)

Chenyan Guo reviewed CMWG activities.  Regarding the recent Congestion Revenue Rights (CRRs) technology updates, participants inquired about the effective target auction authorization time for CRR bids.  Alfredo Moreno clarified that less than 100 hours was still the target auction authorization time.  Mr. Moreno previewed a draft NPRR to address performance issues regarding Point-to-Point (PTP) bids, that it would be further reviewed at the March 16, 2026 CMWG meeting, and that ERCOT would introduce additional language to address concerns regarding a maximum value for the hourly based fee.  
NPRR1255, Introduction of Mitigation of ESRs

NPRR1284, Guaranteed Reliability Load Process 
NPRR1301, Align Protocols to Constraint Activation Procedure

In relation to NPRR1301, participants suggested that it would be beneficial to wait a month for WMS action so ERCOT could provide additional information regarding the transmission congestion management process at the March 16, 2026 CMWG meeting.  WMS took no action on these items.  
NPRR1292, Granular Product Type for CRR TOU

Participants agreed to endorse NPRR1292 after the questions regarding open implementation and performance were addressed at the February 16, 2026 CMWG meeting.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

Demand Side Working Group (DSWG) (see Key Documents)

Nathan Mancha reviewed DSWG activities, noting plans to discuss Emergency Response Service (ERS), Demand response-related items, and NPRR1317.

Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NPRR1317, Creation of Non-Settled Generator (NSG) and Clarification of the Types, Usage, and Registration of Distributed Generation                                                                                                               DSWG took no action on this item.

WMS took no action on these items. 
NPRR1275, Expansion of Qualifying Pipeline Definition for Firm Fuel Supply Service in Phase 3
Participants agreed to endorse NPRR1275 following review of the NPRR language in relation to the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT) rule in question.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NPRR1296, Residential Demand Response Program

Brendan Long presented NPRR1296.  Participants discussed the proposed net Load trigger noting that the current methodology may understate the hours in which the program would affect market outcomes.  Participants requested additional historical and raw net Load data, clarification on the selection of the highest Load hour thresholds, and more detail on how triggers, MW estimates, and ramp assumptions will be incorporated into pricing runs.  Participants also raised questions regarding seasonal participation declarations, 15‑minute interval data reporting, and how home batteries and outages would be treated under the framework.

Participants commented on interactions with the Aggregate Distributed Energy Resource (ADER) program and encouraged ERCOT to further examine program boundaries and market alignment.  The Independent Market Monitor (IMM) provided comments regarding potential market and price formation impacts and the need for clear incentives for Demand response.  WMS took no action on this item.
NPRR1307, Revised Definition of Mitigation Plan 

Freddy Garcia provided an overview of NPRR1307.  Participants agreed that the existing language regarding Transmission Service Providers (TSPs) initiating Load shed is likely a rare occurrence and not an impediment to endorsing NPRR1307.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NPRR1316, Implement an Annual ERCOT RFI Process to Gather Information Related to Retirement and Mothballing Plans of Select Resources

Katherine Gross noted prior concerns and stated that ERCOT’s request for retirement‑related information does not conflict with Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) rules; that ERCOT is working with participants to refine NPRR language which will be brought to the April 1, 2026 WMS meeting.  Participants expressed concerns regarding retirement risk estimates,  and ERCOT employee access to non‑public information.  ERCOT clarified the requested information would not relate to federal disclosures of Resource retirements.  WMS took no action on this item.
NPRR1318, Specific Exclusion of the Incentive Factor to ERCOT Approved Outside Attorney Fees and Approved Emissions Costs

Katie Rich expressed support for the 3/2/26 ERCOT comments and moving forward with NPRR1318.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
NPRR1319, Modifications to Seasonal Mothball Periods and Clarification to Evaluation Process
Ms. Gross provided an overview of the 2/25/26 ERCOT comments, noting that ERCOT has withdrawn the proposed expansion of the seasonal mothballing prohibition to winter and is moving forward only with clarifications to the Request for Proposal (RFP) process.  Ms. Gross stated that ERCOT will continue evaluating winter concerns for potential future NPRRs.  Participants expressed interest in additional flexibility within the seasonal mothballing framework and raised questions about potential gaming of seasonal Reliability Must-Run (RMR) or 4-Coincident Peak (4-CP) processes.  Ms. Gross clarified that the primary intent of this NPRR1319 is to address timing issues and to allow ERCOT, when necessary, to issue an RFP within 90 days.  Participants requested an additional month to provide comments.  WMS took no action on this item. 

NPRR1306, Removal of Digital Certificate References for Market Participants with ERCOT MIS Access 

Participants noted that PRS continues to discuss conceptual details related to NPRR1306.  WMS took no action on this item.
NPRR1315, Changes to Process of Evaluating the Potential Needs for Additional Capacity
Mr. Holt noted that action is needed by the April 1, 2026 WMS meeting for the item to reach the June 1, 2026 Board of Directors meeting.  Kenneth Ragsdale provided an overview of NPRR1315, including clarification of exit strategies for capacity contracts and adjustments to the RFP process.  Participants discussed the treatment of Load forecasts, out‑of‑market procurement concerns, and the interaction with price formation, noting that additional transparency and guardrails may be needed.  Participants also raised questions regarding applicability to past cases, inclusion of Distributed Generation (DG) and Energy Storage Resources (ESRs) in RFPs, and the relationship to other NPRRs addressing pricing impacts.  Several participants requested more time to address outstanding issues, including cost allocation, Load forecast assumptions, and potential gaming considerations.  ERCOT acknowledged the need to further review Load forecast language and indicated some items may require separate NPRRs.  WMS took no action on this item.
