	The LCL definition is needed to differentiate this type of load from other types of Large Loads.  Due to the unique characteristics of LCLs, they require specific rules, such as frequency and voltage ride-through requirements.

	PRS Decision
	On 12/10/25, PRS voted unanimously to table NPRR1308 and refer the issue to ROS.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.
On 4/15/26, PRS voted to recommend approval of NPRR1308 as amended by the 4/13/26 ERCOT comments and to forward to TAC NPRR1308 and the 11/14/25 Impact Analysis.  There was one opposing vote from the Consumer (Occidental) Market Segment.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.

	Summary of PRS Discussion
	On 12/10/25, ERCOT Staff provided an overview of NPRR1308.  Participants requested additional review by ROS alongside the related NOGRR282.
On 4/15/26, participants noted the ROS endorsement of NPRR1308 and reviewed the 4/13/26 ERCOT comments.

Large Computational Load (LCL)
A Large Load in which 50% or greater of the Demand at the site consists of power electronic based load, specifically computational load, such as data centers and cryptocurrency mining facilities.
