Because NPRR1264 adds the term ‘Energy Attribute Certificate (EAC)’ in Protocol Section 2.1, Definitions, references to an EAC program must be added within the Verifiable Cost Manual, as well.    

	WMS Decision
	On 1/8/25, WMS voted unanimously to table VCMRR043.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.
On 3/5/25, WMS voted to recommend approval of VCMRR043 as submitted.  There was one abstention from the Independent Power Marketer (IPM) (SENA) Market Segment.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.
On 4/2/25, WMS voted unanimously to table VCMRR043.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.
On 6/3/26, WMS voted unanimously to endorse and forward to TAC the 4/2/25 WMS Report as amended by the 5/6/26 ERCOT comments and the 5/26/26 Impact Analysis for VCMRR043.  All Market Segments participated in the vote.

	Summary of WMS Discussion
	On 1/8/25, WMS reviewed VCMRR043 and NPRR1264.  Participants expressed a preference to table VCMRR043 until after NPRR1264 is introduced at PRS.
On 3/5/25, there was no discussion.
On 4/2/25, WMS reviewed recent PRS discussion of NPRR1264 and pending request for additional NPRR1264 market comments.
On 6/3/26, WMS reviewed the 5/6/26 ERCOT comments and 5/26/26 Impact Analysis.  Participants discussed remaining project timeline and implementation details including issuing a “Request for Proposal” (RFP), scheduling workshops, and vendor selection.
