Mr. Holt directed attention to the Antitrust Admonition, which was displayed.

Approval of WMS Meeting Minutes (see Key Documents) 

April 1, 2026
Mr. Holt reviewed the April 1, 2026 WMS Meeting Minutes; and noted there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) Update
Mr. Holt reviewed the disposition of items at the April 29, 2026 TAC meeting. 
ERCOT Reports and Updates (see Key Documents)
2026 Q1 Settlement Stability Report

Magie Shanks presented the 2026 Q1 Settlement Stability Report. 
2025 Unaccounted For Energy (UFE) Report

Joe Lara presented the 2025 UFE Report. Participants inquired about the timeline for implementation of new rules regarding Firm Fuel Supply Service (FFSS).  Ino Gonzalez confirmed they intended to publish a Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) to be considered at the June 10, 2026 Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS) and stated that it would be worthwhile for WMS to hold a discussion to receive stakeholder feedback before the June PRS meeting.  Mr. Holt confirmed they would work with ERCOT staff to schedule a WMS-led discussion on the topic.  Following the conclusion of the May WMS meeting, the FFSS discussion was confirmed for 1:00 p.m. at the June 3, 2026 regularly scheduled WMS meeting.  
Congestion Management Working Group (CMWG) (see Key Documents)

Chenyan Guo reviewed CMWG activities.  Participants sought clarification regarding the use of the term “uncompetitive bid” and the basis of the uncompetitive threshold in relation to Point to Point (PTP) Obligations.  Mr. Holt noted that further discussions would take place at the May 18, 2026 CMWG meeting. 
Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 1255, Introduction of Mitigation of ESRs

NPRR1284, Guaranteed Reliability Load Process 
NPRR1301, Align Protocols to Constraint Activation Procedure

Juliana Gianni reviewed DSWG activities.  
Supply Analysis Working Group (SAWG) (see Key Documents)

Kevin Hanson reviewed SAWG activities and stated that discussions on NPRR1320, Reserve Margin Reporting and Miscellaneous Changes for the Report on Capacity, Demand, and Reserves in the ERCOT Region (CDR), had concluded and that SAWG recommended WMS endorse NPRR1320 as amended by the 3/10/26 City of Eastland comments.

Cara Sweeney was presented as the WMWG Vice Chair nominee.  Mr. Holt noted there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

Mr. Holt noted COPMGRR052 and VCMRR045 had no impacts and that there were no objections to including these items on the Combined Ballot.
New PRS Referrals

NPRR1328, Establishment of Generation Firming Program

Anupam Thatte provided an overview of NPRR1328, noting the desired timeline for consideration at the September 14-15, 2026 ERCOT Board of Directors meeting; and clarified that the trading process would function like existing Ancillary Services trades requiring mutual confirmation, that ramping hours were based on historical operational observations, and that historical data would be used to calculate the Seasonal Average Generation Capability (SAGC).  Participants inquired about using backcasts for recent years.  Ryan King responded there was limited value given the statutory mandate. Participants agreed to request PRS continue to table NPRR1328 for further review by WMWG.  Mr. Holt noted that there were no objections to including this item on the Combined Ballot.

Mr. Holt noted PRS recommended approval of NPRR1315 at their May 6, 2026 meeting and stated WMS would not take up NPRR1315.
