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2.1.2 Procedure for Control of Transmission System Loading Within N-1 Thermal Contingency Criteria Using Real Time Contingency Analysis

4. Any RTCA results that predict a Facility Rating to exceed, post-contingency, 125% or greater of the facility’s Emergency Rating for more than 30 minutes is considered to be a potential IROL violation. Report such results via e-mail to the on-call Operations Support Engineer for assessment and reporting.

	When notified by a Transmission Operator of a line rating that is different from the ratings currently in RTNET, obtain the following information from the Transmission Operator:

· Equipment ID Name

· MVA ratings (Continuous, Emergency and 15 Minutes)

· Name of Operator on duty

· Name of Transmission Operator

· Name of Transmission Operator’s authorizing Engineer

· Authorizing Engineer’s contact phone number.

	Provide this information to the Shift Supervisor.

	3
	Enter this information in the daily log, using the “Line Rating Changes” log type.

	Continue to operate according to RTNET ratings.
