	Determine if VSAT has run in the last 80 minutes.

Reference Display:  Network Online Sequence
· If VSAT has not run in the last 80 minutes, contact VSAT support.

· IF a South-Houston or North-Houston CSC/CRE has a forced outage, manually rerun the whole sequence of RTNET, RTCA and RTDCP (VSA) immediately and proceed to step 2. Otherwise, continue with following steps.

· IF any of the last VSAT results approaches a safety margin, manually rerun the whole sequence of RTNET, RTCA and RTDCP (VSA) within one hour and proceed to step 2. Otherwise, continue with following steps.
